In the second in a series of five community events preceding the launch of Culver City’s General
Plan Update, the City of Culver City welcomed Dr. Manuel Pastor, Professor of Sociology

and American Studies & Ethnicity at the University of Southern California, for an insightful
presentation and discussion around issues of equity in cities.

Dr. Pastor began the evening by presenting key trends to keep in mind while planning for an
inclusive city. He drew upon recent and wide-ranging demographic, economic and social data
to paint a picture of the changing demographics of California, the region, and Culver City.

His analysis framed crises facing California now and in the future and helped the audience
understand how the world today looks different than the world our children will inhabit. Key
points he made in his presentation include:
